The Nebbiolo grape, and the wines made from it in the zones of Barolo and Barbaresco, is one of 
Italy’s most noble grapes.  It is known, first and foremost, for being fiercely tannic.  But the 
mark of a good Barolo is not its weight on the palate but the deep, penetrating aromas of the 
nebbiolo grape. In the sixties, local visionary and winemaker Renato Ratti mapped the zone of 
Barolo into the key cru’s (or sites) of each of the five major towns of the Barolo DOCG:
